Lyon Road Walton-On-Thames – HRA’s consultation response

In discussions about this application, the HRA committee recognised the benefits of the proposals in terms of promoting recycling and potential local employment. On the other hand any substantial increase in the proportion of heavy lorry traffic would inevitably create more noise, dust and vibration.
For these reasons the HRA committee is concerned about the effect that an increase in heavy lorry movements could have on the quality of life for people who live, work, travel or use the facilities along the Molesey Road in Hersham.  We would therefore suggest that if this application is approved, conditions of approval should include some restrictions on lorries using the Molesey Road between 6.00 pm to 9.00 am.

Further detail 

In your consideration of this matter we would ask you to note that in comparison to the Molesey road, the approach roads to the site from the north in the Hampton Court direction are generally wider and have less housing.  The Molesey Road is closely developed with housing and heavy lorries using this route would be passing near to peoples living rooms and bedrooms.  
Apart from the residential nature of Molesey Road, the committee felt our response should highlight that it is a pedestrian route for many children to RES and Bell Farm and also Cardinal Newman School and the Hersham Youth Club in Arch Road.  Local people wanting to visit the library near the Barley Mow roundabout and the shops near there and at Hersham Green would similarly use the Molesey Road as a pedestrian route. 
It has also been suggested that the food shops towards the library end of the Molesey Road that could be adversely affected by dust and fumes created from vehicles travelling to and from demolition sites.  
Finally we would highlight that the railway bridge next to Hersham Station is only really suitable for light traffic and was not designed with larger lorries in mind.  This issue and the key point about the residential nature of the Molesey Road were raised by the HRA in an email to the Chief Planning Officer in 2011 (see the annex to this letter where I have copied this email for your information).

We understand that the aggregates recycling centre at North Weylands former sewage works site near Hersham rail station is expected to increase output by 10% by 2026. Can the County Council please arrange for loaded trucks coming to or leaving the site to do so from or to the north, thus avoiding passing under the railway bridge at Hersham station? The road under that bridge is narrow and difficult for heavy vehicles to negotiate. The stretch of the Molesey Road to the south of the bridge is closely developed mainly with small family homes.
